Tally news TEXTING BAN FORWARDED IN SENATE

A bill to ban texting while driving passed a Senate committee on Thursday but may be stalled in the House.
The proposal, SB 416, would allow law enforcement officers to tack on a ticket for texting to motorists pulled over for other offen-
sives driving offenses. Drivers would face a $30 fine (a second transgression will cost $60 and three points) under the measure
that was approved 14-1 by a Senate transportation budget subcommittee with Sen. Ellyn Bogdanoff, R-Fort Lauderdale voting
against it. The bill faces a tough road in the House, where at least one key subcommittee chairman, Eucheeanna Republican Brad
Drake, has been cool to a ban. Three House bills are bottled up in his committee

RECUSAL REQUIREMENT ADVANCES IN SENATE

Legislators would be barred from voting on or working to pass or defeat legislation that would result in a financial benefit for them-
selves or their families under a bill approved unanimously Thursday by the Senate Governmental Oversight Committee. The
measure (SB 552), by Sen. Paula Dockery, R-Lakeland, would require a legislator to publicly disclose their own interest and that of
close relatives in any legislation if they would enjoy a financial gain 7 or be saddled with a financial loss i that wouldn't be felt by
the general public if the bill were to pass or fail. "This bill has been filed each of the last four consecutive sessions, and today
marks the first unanimous vote," Dockery said. "The citizens of Florida deserve to know that their elected officials are acting in
their best interest.
